Safety First – Things to remember about cold water.  

If you accidently or purposely fall into cold water there is the 1-10-1 principle to remember. PHASE ONE 

is the cold shock response. Accidently falling into cold water (say, under 59 degrees) is an assault on the 

body’s senses. Characterized by uncontrollable gasping and disorientation, the first moments can 

be the most dangerous. For the first (1) minute, do nothing but keep your head above the water and 

control your breathing. The gasping will soon stop and you will be able to work getting yourself safely 

out of the water. PHASE TWO is swim failure. Also known as loss of muscle control, it happens to 

everyone who stays in cold water long enough. If you are not wearing a life jacket, regardless of how 

strong a swimmer you are, you will drown long before you become clinically hypothermic. The longer 

you stay in cold water, the weaker you become. After a minute of just staying calm, you have ten (10) 

minutes to attempt a self rescue. If you can’t get out of the water under your own power by then, you’re 

not going to. Conserve your energy to delay phase three. PHASE THREE is hypothermia. Marked by a 

core body temperature of 95 degrees or less, it takes surprisingly long time to occur. Despite the 

discomfort, do not panic. Depending on variables like air and water temperature, you may have an hour 

(1) or more before you lose consciousness from hypothermia. Remember 1-10-1. That’s one (1) minute 

to stay calm, ten minutes to self-rescue, and one hour until hypothermia sets in. Always wear your life 

jacket. It is essential to your survival.
