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SAFETY TIPS AND UPDATES FROM RAY KLUPENGER 

This is the conclusion from the Oregon Marine Board proposals of boater 

restrictions on the upper Willamette River. A group of us have been working on 

reasonable solutions to resolve some very strict proposals that would have made 

most of this 28 mile area a 5 mph zone. 

Current Wake Restrictions on the Willamette River: 

These restrictions are limited to the Newberg Pool of the Willamette River 

from the Hwy 219 Bridge near Newberg to the upper e nd of Willow Island 

near Canby (New Era Bar). 

In October of 2008, the Oregon Marine Board adopted rules that will maintain 

broad use of the Willamette River while attempting to reduce the peak wakes 

causing numerous complaints from waterfront property owners and certain other 

users. In a nutshell, the rules do two things on the river between Newberg and 

Canby: 

1. Beginning January 2009, boats must operate at a 5 mph slow-no-wake 

speed within 100 feet of private docks. 

2. Beginning January 2010, use of wake enhancing devices will be 

prohibited. “No person shall use wake-enhancing devices, including 

ballast tanks, wedges or hydrofoils or other mechanical devices, or uneven 

loading of persons or gear, to artificially operate bow-high.” 

Please note that these rules do not address individual operation. You can still 

wakeboard, ski or pull an inflatable tube. It doesn’t address figure eights or 

power-on turns. The two rules that were adopted were felt to have the least 

general impact on boaters while addressing the largest wakes adjacent to more 

developed areas of the river. 

Law enforcement will be stepped up from the mouth of the Yamhill River to 

Willamette Falls, and special attention will be focused in 2009 on the Willamette 

River below Willamette Falls to ensure that the largest wake activities are simply 

not displaced outside the restriction area.

'��������5����!�� A fathom is a  of  in the  (and the derived ), used especially for measuring the depth 
of water. 

There are 2  (6 ) in a fathom. Based on the distance between the fingertips of a man's outstretched arms, its 
size varied slightly depending on whether it was defined as a thousandth of an  or as a multiple of the impe-
rial . Formerly, the term was used for any of several units of length varying around 5 and 5½ feet. 

The name derives from the  word fæðm meaning embracing arms or a pair of outstretched arms. In  it was 
fathme. 

A brass was a unit of length equal to a fathom. A , based on the length of a ship's cable, has been variously 
reckoned as equal to 100 or 120 fathoms. At one time, a quarter meant a fourth of a fathom. 
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
