Safety tips from your SAFETY OFFICER

Spring refresher:

Remember your wake does not only apply to docks, ramps, and boat houses, we must slow down to a no-
wake speed when passing a Patrol Officer who has their lights flashing under way or stopping a

boater with Patrol lights flashing. You are also required to keep a distance and check your wake when
passing boats such as Canoes, causing them to capsize or nearly capsize from your wake may get you a
ticket. When we see extreme violations on the Columbia or Willamette River we can call the Coast

Guard or Sheriff Patrol boats on channel 16 to report violations. Most of the times Officers will need to
catch the offender unless it can be proven property damage or life threatening situations.

Homeland Security Restrictions on naval vessels. Po rtland Rose Festival is coming.

Naval Protection Zone - Warning!

Do not approach within 100 yards of any U.S. naval vessel. If you need to pass within 100 yards of a U.S.
naval vessel you must contact the official patrol on VHF-FM channel 16. This is in order to ensure a safe
passage in accordance with the Navigation Rules, You must operate at minimum speed within 500 yards
of any U.S. naval vessel and proceed as directed by the Commanding Officer or the official patrol.
Violations of the Naval Vessel Protection Zone are a felony offense, punishable by up to 6 years in prison
